Day 1, Thursday, July 28, 2011: BEGIN OUR JOURNEY - Evening departure on our 

overnight flight to Israel. 

Day 2, Friday, July 29, 2011: WELCOME TO ISRAEL - Afternoon arrival into Ben 

Gurion Airport.  Meeting and assistance by Ayelet Tours staff.  Transfer to Tel Aviv for 

hotel check in and time to refresh. We continue to Kehillat Yonatan and Rabbi Mickey 

Boyden for Kabbalat Shabbat services and a special Shabbat Dinner together with the 

congregation, including a performance by congregation member Shuli Natan, who sang 

the classic Yerushalayim Shel Zahav.  Overnight Tel Aviv  

Day 3, Saturday, July 30, 2011: TEL AVIV - Breakfast. Morning free (option to attend 

services at Beit Daniel).  Late morning, we travel to the nearby Ayalon Institute  to un-

cover its secrets.  Visit Old Jaffa where we see the flea market, and stroll along the an-

cient cobbled streets.  Return to Tel Aviv for time at leisure or optional visit to the Tel 

Aviv Museum of Art.  Overnight Tel Aviv 

Day 4, Sunday, July 31, 2011: THE NORTHERN COAST - Breakfast.  Morning visit 

to Independence Hall, where David Ben Gurion declared Independence for the state of 

Israel in 1948.  We travel north along the coast to Caesarea, home to the worldôs first 

artificial harbor.  We see the new multimedia presentation, amazing aqueduct and the 

Roman Theatre.  Continue up Mt. Carmel where we stop for hospitality in a Druze 

Village. Continue to Akko for a coexistence tour of this mixed city of Arabs and Jew, 

including discussion with local residents.  We turn east and travel into the Galilee. Dinner 

and overnight at our Kibbutz in the Galilee  

Day 5, Monday, August 1, 2011: THE MYSTICAL NORTH - Breakfast.  We begin 

the day in the mystical city of Safed, where we visit the HôAri and Caro synagogues, 

home and birthplace of Kabbalah.  Travel next to Moshav Nahalal, where we are hosted 

in the Aviran home for a chance to learn about communal living, on the first Moshav in 

Israel.  Here we also see the grave of Moshe Dayan and Ilan Ramon, both Moshav na-

tives.  The Avirans host our group for lunch as well!  We have time to stroll its streets 

and shop along the amazing artists colony.  Continue to the border kibbutz of Misgav 

Am, we are briefed about the security situation along the Lebanese border. Dinner and 

overnight at our Kibbutz in the Galilee   

Day 6, Tuesday, August 2, 2011: THE GOLAN & THE JORDAN VALLEY Break-

fast.  Begin the day with a refreshing hike at the Banias.  We ascend up to the Golan 

Heights via jeep, arriving at a Golani Army Base for a tour of the facility. We descend 

to Ein Harod , to see the site of the biblical judge Gideon, described in Judges 7:1. Con-

tinue south through the Jordan valley to the Roman excavations of Beit Shean, a major 

Roman city destroyed by earthquake in the 8th Century.  We continue south and ascend to 

Jerusalem, stopping atop Mt. Scopus, we say the traditional Shôhekianu ceremony. 

Check into our hotel.  Evening free for dinner on your own along Ben Yehuda Street. 

Overnight Jerusalem.   

Day 7, Wednesday, August 3, 2011: THE DEAD SEA AREA - Breakfast.  Early morn-

ing departure south.  We ascend to Masada by the new high speed cable car. Our morn-

ing is spent exploring Herodôs fortress, site of the Jewish Zealots last stand. After lunch 

(on own) we visit a nearby Dead Sea spa and enjoy free time along the shores or enjoy a 

ñfloatò in salty waters, here at the lowest point on earth.  This afternoon, we enjoy a hike 

to the hidden waterfalls of Ein Gedi before we return to Jerusalem, passing the Qumran 

caves, where the Dead Sea Scrolls were found. Overnight Jerusalem Day 8, Thursday, 

August 4, 2011: THE OLD CITY - After breakfast, we enter Jerusalemôs Old City  

through the Dung Gate.  We celebrate the groupôs Bar/Bat Mitzvot  with a moving cere-

mony at the Southern Wall Excavations.  We continue to the Davidson Center to tour the 

facility.  After time for reflection at the Western Wall, we tour the famous Western 

Wall tunnels.  After lunch (on own) in the Jewish Quarter, we have time to shop along 

the store fronts along the Roman Cardo.  Time permitting, we walk through the Arab 

Shuk to the Church of the Holy Sepulchre, before exiting the old city via the Jaffa Gate. 

Evening free for dinner on own.  Overnight Jerusalem 

Day 9, Friday, August 5, 2011: THE NEW CITY - Breakfast.  This morning, we begin 

with a moving visit to the Yad Vashem complex, Israelôs memorial to the Holocaust 

where we tour the new Museum and see the many memorials.  We next visit Mount 

Herzl where we see the military cemetery, home to many of Israelôs greatest leaders 

including Yitzhak Rabin and Golda Meir.  We also see the grave of the founder of mod-

ern Zionism, Theodore Herzl and visit the Herzl Museum. Travel to Machane Yehuda 

Market  for lunch and to watch as the people of Jerusalem prepare for the coming Shab-

bat.  Kabbalat Shabbat services with the progressive congregation of Kehilat Mivaseret 

Tzion, led by Rabbi Maya Leibovich, followed by Home Hospitality dinner hosted by 

members of the congregation. Overnight Jerusalem 

Day 10, Saturday, August 6, 2011: SHABBAT IN JERUSALEM - Breakfast.  Option 

to attend services at Hebrew Union College followed by a tour of the HUC grounds.  

Afternoon at leisure. Later this afternoon, we meet Rabbi David Wilfond  for ñWalking 

the Psalmsò tour around the Old City, concluding with Havdalah beside the Old City 

walls.  Evening at leisure. Overnight Jerusalem.  

Day 11, Sunday, August 7, 2011: EXPLORING JERUSALEM/FAREWELL - Break-

fast.  Morning meeting with residents of the Ethiopian absorption center in Mivaseret 

to hear their moving stories, and their struggle to fit into the Israeli mosaic.  Plant a tree 

near the Kennedy Memorial to connect us physically to the land of Israel.   Free time in 

Jerusalem this afternoon for last minute shopping or exploration.  Tonight, enjoy a cele-

bratory farewell dinner this evening. Transfer Ben Gurion Airport for our overnight flight 

back to the U.S. 

Day 12, Monday, August 8, 2011: ARRIVAL HOME 

Land back in the United States.
