Scholarship Fund

The Michelle Mitzvah Group started a scholarship fund for
disadvantaged high school seniors last year. Two students from
Eastside High School (made famous in the movie Lean on Me)
in Paterson, New Jersey, were awarded $1,000 scholarships to
help them continue their education. While the money is
certainly important, we discovered that what is even more
important is the ongoing mentoring support in dealing with
all of the issues around adjusting to college life. For example,
we've been able to provide financial aid guidance in
understanding what each student is entitled to in the form of
grants and aid packages on the state and federal level. Both of
our students are now enrolled at Passaic Community College.
We are also starting the process of choosing another high
school senior for a similar scholarship to be awarded this
coming June. Our two students, Andrea Watkins and Dennis
Quintinilla, joined us at Blythedale Children’s Hospital this
past February and participated in helping the kids with the
crafts and face painting.

As we begin the process of selecting another student from
Eastside High School, we also intend to continue our support
for Andrea and Dennis as they work towards a college degree.
In order to sustain our work we need not only financial
assistance but also people willing to help us mentor these
students. Knowing that someone is always available to help
answer a question, suggest a solution to a problem, or just
talk, means so much to these kids.

Before long, BHSS members will start preparations for Passover, which starts on the evening of April 19, by planning
seders as well as going to the grocery store to buy the foods which help make Passover special, a way to celebrate
the traditions of our Jewish faith.

Minutes” and has been interviewed by Steven Spielberg's
