“My wife gets up so many times during the night, that by
the time morning comes around I am too exhausted to
function adequately during the day.”

She
is a registered nurse, a certified support group facilitator, and
has been the clinical director for Alzheimer’s group homes,
providing care for people with Alzheimer’s dementia and
counseling for their families, for many years. Rabbi
Mosbacher earned his doctorate of ministry in 2007, and
brings spiritual perspective and personal experience in
working with families caring for loved ones living with
Alzheimer’s.

We will meet the fouth Wednesday of every month at the
synagogue at 7 p.m. The first meeting is scheduled for March

Looking for Leaders
We need people to lead Shabbat services at Esther Gitlow
Towers, a seniors’ residence in Suffern on Friday afternoons,
from approximately 3:45-5 p.m.! It’s fun, it’s easy, and it’s
rewarding; the “congregation,” usually comprised of 3-6
women, are very much appreciative of our services. Reading
Hebrew is not a requirement; “the ladies” do not mind if the
service is all in English. Services take place in a solarium on
the ground floor of the building.  

Presently, there are three of us who lead on a rotating basis.
We would be more than happy to train you, let you sit in on
services that we lead until you feel comfortable with
conducting your own, and give you copies of the siddurim
(prayerbooks) that we use.  We will tell you where you may
obtain divrei Torah (sermons on Torah), give you pointers
about leading the Torah portion of the service (without a
Torah), and clue you in on what else the ladies like to know
about and discuss.  The residence even provides grape juice
and challah (as well as tea-light candles and matches, if you
choose to light them there; some of us have stopped doing
this, as it’s sometimes too early and the residents light their
own, upstairs.).
